He has appeared at all the major Jazz Festivals throughout the USA, Europe and the Caribbean 
and has performed for the Queen of Holland and the late King Hassan of Morocco. Cozier is the 
author of : The Jazz Improviser’s Woodshed Volume 1 - Scale Studies/Chord Exercises The Jazz 
Improviser’s Woodshed Volume 2 - Chord Progressions and is a recipient of the National 
Endowment for the Arts Fellowship Grant.  
 

Claire Daly is a renowned baritone saxophonist - winning the Downbeat Critic's Poll - Rising 
Star - 6 times. She studied with Joe Viola at Berklee School of Music and has performed 
worldwide, lives and teaches in New York City and is currently composing music for a tribute to 
an Alaskan journey made by a relative in the 1930s.
